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Summary of Garden Practices that Support Biodiversity - p1
Planting:

e Plant a minimum of 70% biomass of native flowering
plants, grasses, trees and shrubs

e Plantin vertical layers (plants of different heights)
and plant densely

e Choose plants to suit your site conditions

e Plan for a variety of native flowers in bloom from
spring through fall

e Prioritize keystone plants and plants that support
endangered insects

Ecological Lawn care:

e Shrink your lawn to what you use for recreation and
walking paths

e Allow flowering plants in the lawn you keep
e Mow every 2-3 weeks; allow grass to get 4” tall




Summary of Garden Practices that Support Biodiversity - p2

Providing habitat:
e  Skip fall cleanup to protect overwintering insects.

e Leave plant stems and fallen leaves. (Nature
provides safer shelter than bee hotels!)
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e Provide dead wood, brush and leaf piles, rocks

e Provide a clean water source - can be a shallow
dish with pebbles

Habitat protection:
e |dentify and remove invasive plants
e Avoid herbicide, pesticide and chemical fertilizers

e Minimize soil disruption (digging, tilling) to protect
soil health
e Minimize night light: use low wattage warm

spectrum bulbs (color is warm yellow, not cool blue);
keep lights off or change to motion sensors

What to Look for at Nurseries, in Catalogues, and From Landscapers

Native plant species, not hybrids or cultivars
(with few exceptions)

Plants grown pesticide free
Ideally, plants grown from seed

Beware of marketing hype: “Plants for
Pollinators” that don’t specify that plants or
seeds are species native to our region

Tell your nursery (and landscaper) what you
want

Safest to shop at native plant nurseries, but
we can educate others
